It was agreed that the minutes of the Council Meeting held on 9th November 2022 be signed by the Chairperson as a true record.

	County Councillor report 
The County Councillor gave an update on highways issues that had been reported and requested that he be informed of any issues. 
Parking in the High Street was discussed. The traffic engineer had been to view the area outside the laundrette and recommended that bollards should not be used to prevent parking which was needed for businesses. Councillors said that parking further down the High Street, near the Community Centre and Chemitex, was of the more concern and Cllr Webster agreed to ask the engineer to look at the whole of the High Street. 
It was noted that refuse was causing an issue in Poplar Walk. Cllr Dennis would review the planning application for the new flats. Tandridge District Council awould be sked to look at the issue. 
Cllr Grasso asked for an update on the road sign for Graham Smith Alley and Cllr Webster confirmed that this had been agreed by TDC.

	Finance and General Purposes
i. It was unanimously agreed to adopt the Council’s policy for Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) funding applications subject to including a requirement being included for 3 quotations.

iii. Whyteleafe Road verge on junction with Waller Lane
Various options were discussed to prevent damage to the verge and it was agreed that the Chair and County Councillor meet with the resident, who had requested logs, to discuss the best solution.  

iv. Family Funday
A similar event to last year had been suggested to celebrate the Coronation on Sunday 7th May. As parking and traffic had been a problem last year it was agreed to let the Arc and Westway know of concerns and to speak to the Carnival Committee regarding their plans.
